The three Community Foundations along with Funding Information Center hosted a kick-off event to highlight the DonorBridge system, an integral part of Giving Day 2011. Information about matching funds and prize money was announced at the event.

 The 132 attendees were from various nonprofits in the North Texas region. The nonprofit organizations in attendance learned how they could be eligible for matching funds.

In 2010, Giving Day generated donations of over $5,050,000 to nonprofit organizations, and there were over $700,000 in matching funds. Every donation above $25 made to a nonprofit will get a percentage of the matching funds if donations are made through DonorBridge.

DonorBridge is a searchable online database with detailed information about nonprofits within the DFW region. The database contains clear, comparative and reliable data about the nonprofit organizations that have set up a profile.

Each nonprofit organization is encouraged to reach out to their donor base for this funding opportunity. Donations will be accepted online anytime between 7 am and 7pm on September 15 using the DonorBridge website.
